The following 8 candidates are running for election or reelection as DP3 Trustees to serve terms ranging from 1 to 3 
years.  Their resumes are listed in alphabetical order and are reprinted as received from the candidates without 
editing or formatting.  Please read the biographies carefully, as you’ll be asked to certify that you have read them 
prior to voting.  Incumbent trustees are indicated by (I). 
 

 
Albert Caiazza (I) 

I started with Delta on January 29.1973 as a B727 SO and retired on September 1, 2003, as a MD-11 Captain. During my 
career I was a line check airman on several airplanes and the MEC Professional Standards Committee Chairman for five 
years. After retiring from Delta my wife and I sailed the Chesapeake Bay and the Florida Keys for a year and then 
returned to land to split our time between Atlanta and Annapolis, MD. I have recently been flying a Lear 60 part time for 
a Part 135 operator.  I also flight instruct midshipmen at the USNA. 
 
I was a candidate for a trustee position in the last election cycle and was defeated. When Jim Gray resigned from the 
board, I was asked to fill his position according to the DP3 bylaws. Since his position is part of this year’s election cycle, I 
am running for election again. I have been a DP3 trustee for six months. 
 
Since I am now on the board, and have six months experience, I think I should explain how I stand one important issue. I 
am one of the more militant members of the DP3 Board in that I think we give too much assistance to non Honor Roll 
members. I realize that we need as many members as possible, but I feel that to play you should pay. It amazes me the 
number of emails we receive and the number from non Honor Roll members. You will always have the non-payers, but it 
is still hard to believe the number of retired pilots that have so much to gain that stand on the sidelines.

Many retired pilots will know me from the instructions that I provided to fill out the Delta retirement forms.  From late 
2002, when Delta closed the Pilot Retirement Office essentially abandoning retiring pilots, through the end of the 
retirement boom in 2006, I sent those 7 page instructions to hundreds of retiring Delta pilots. 
 
I feel that many more retired pilots need to get involved to protect and aggressively improve our battered retirement.  
DP3 is the only option that we have to make improvements, and the board members are greatly in need of volunteers to 
help evenly spread the work.  When the new website was online at DP3, I checked the committee’s link and it showed 6 
committees which work for the Delta retired pilots.  I then went to each committee on the website and was amazed to 
see that only 1 non-trustee volunteer had agreed to help do the work for retired Delta Pilots, all the other committee 
members were also trustees.  I then volunteered for the R&I committee where I have some expertise.  I hope that many 
more pilots will do the same.

Started as a member of the DALPA Bid Monitor and Grievance Committees, but moved to the non political side of 
ALPA/IFALPA holding many Air Safety jobs including chairing the Incident Committee, Central Air Safety Committee, 
IFALPA safety jobs, and was involved with CRM, crew rest facilities/ ETOPS/LROPS, CIRP, FOQA, and ASAP programs.  I no 
longer have allegiance to DALPA or Delta. 



 
Retirement:  Since my retirement I have followed the developments regarding the bankruptcy and the decimation of our 
earned pensions.  I have always been a DP3 Honor Roll member.  My earned qualified pension annuity went from 
$1,000/month to zero, and my nonqual settlement was less than a third of what was earned.  My earned health care 
benefit was radically reduced via bankruptcy and the Pilot 1114 Committee which further discriminated against those 
retirees under age 60, and who weren't currently enrolled in one of Delta's plans.  I agree with Will Buergey's statement 
that any recovery of lost retirement benefits should not come at the price of jeopardizing already secure pensions.  I will 
fight to get back our earned qualified pensions and improved health care benefits in light of Delta managements' 
compensation from SERPS through post bankruptcy premiums, and along with every other employee/ retiree group in 
Delta and Northwest (including pilots) who did not lose either their qualified and non-qualified pensions and have much 
better health care.  I have been an Asiana Airlines Expat direct entry Captain B-777 based in Korea since 2006, and get 
back to my Georgia home for several weeks every other month, but can be a DP3 trustee via a direct Atlanta phone 
number in Korea, and constant Internet contact, even on layovers mostly in the U.S.  I believe that our best hope for 
some future recovery may be through contacts with the Obama administration and our elected representatives to 
require Delta to fulfill their moral obligation of righting these wrongs. DP3 is probably the best remaining chance to 
attempt to prevent this continuing unfair treatment of selected retirees.

I served as the SLC Contract Study Committee 
Chairman, LCA strike coordinator, and Family Awareness Coordinator during the contract negotiations of 1996. I 
reluctantly retired as an LAX B767-400 LCA on September 1, 2005, at age 58, to financially protect my family by salvaging 
what I could of my earned pension in the face of the impending bankruptcy and pension termination.  
  
Current Employment: In 2006, I was a G-IV contract pilot and since October 2007 I have been working for Boeing as a 
contract Flight Instructor. I am type-rated on the B777 and will soon be qualified on the B787. 
  
Family: Married for 30 years with four adult children. 
  
Like most of us who have lost varying degrees of our earned retiree benefits, I have closely monitored the unfolding of 
Delta’s bankruptcy proceedings and subsequent pilot pension termination process.  I have written letters, faxes, and 
emails to Delta’s senior management, U.S. Federal Bankruptcy Judge Hardin, Members of Congress, and DP3 Officers 
and Trustees regarding the heinous treatment inflicted upon the Delta Pilot Retirees. Due to the look back penalties my 
present monthly pension disbursement from the PBGC is $395.32. I have lost the $90,000.00 annual pension that I 
earned during my 29-year flying career along with any affordable retiree medical benefits. 
  
Right now, DP3 is the only voice that we retirees have as the industry continues to undergo changes. It’s impossible to 
anticipate all of the challenges that the future holds, but I would like the opportunity to represent you as a DP3 Trustee. 
If elected, I intend to support the new DP3 leadership’s efforts to enhance the financial situation of the thousands of 
pilots, who, like me, were obliged to choose early retirement in the last few years before the bankruptcy, and ended up 
bearing the full brunt of the financial carnage. I believe that this can be accomplished without jeopardizing the standing 
of those of us who were fortunate enough to enjoy secure pensions. 
  
We can all be proud of what we did to build Delta Air Lines. The friends and colleagues I met during my career at Delta 
comprise an extraordinary group of people and I will forever treasure the privilege of being associated with all of you. 
My sincere intent, if elected, is to help regain as much of our earned pensions and retiree benefits as possible. I have 
been an Honor Roll Member of DP3 since it’s inception and encourage all of you who have been reluctant to maintain 
your Honor Roll status to reconsider and join with all of us in a united front to protect and recover all of our hard-earned 



benefits.

PERSONAL THOUGHTS 
 
I, like many other retirees, worked faithfully for Delta Air Lines for many years, only to have the promised benefits and 
pensions taken away by the bankruptcy court.  
 
I desire to serve, as a trustee for DP3, to continue the struggle in order that the voices of the retired Delta pilots are 
heard.  
 
In the fall of 2006, I had multiple meetings with our Senators and Congressmen in Kentucky trying to educate them on 
the loophole in the Pension Protection Act. Unfortunately, the Judge and the PBGC ended that legislative option.  
 
As an optimist, I continue to believe that DP3 can make a difference for the retired pilots and if elected, I will humbly 
serve all of our pilot retirees.
